Works behind the scenes and doesn’t
like the limelight. Often called the gift of
“service.”

Very generous and willing to give of
their substance and time. Sympathetic
to people’s needs; quick to respond.

Ability to distinguish between right and
wrong; also called the gift of “discern-
ment”. Good judgement.

Th unique ability to organize things; will
be able to motivate people to action; is
very project-oriented & task-centered.

Is able to make the Word of God very
plain and clear; has a keen interest in
Bible study & in communicating God’s
truth.

Often gives of themselves, not necessar-
ily of their possessions. Considered a
good listener; may feel compelled to
work with the retarded or undeserving
out of their love

Often called the gift of “inspiration.”
Very involved in discipling other believ-
ers. Motivated to help people grow
spiritually strong.
