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Pass the box around and have students choose one or more object(s) from the box.  Then choose from the following questions: 
1. How does the color of your object remind you of God?
2. Find a message from God (scripture verse) that is related to the object  you chose.

3. Finish this statement : “God is like this (name your object)   because …”

4. Use your object to tell a “God- story”.
5. Use your object to describe your relationship with God.

6. Finish this statement: “God is not like (name of object) because …”

7. Use your object to create a word- picture explaining God to someone who doesn’t have a relationship with Him.

8. Use your object to describe how you’ve seen God reflected in someone else’s life.
9. Use the letters of your object to tell a word or statement about God. (e.g. fish : F – like a father who is… I – involved in my life… S-showing me His love and… H – hearing my heart. Or ball: B – Big;  A- All- knowing; L- Living; L – loves me)

10. If the object you chose could be alive, tell how you know that God is alive. If your object couldn’t be alive, tell how you know that God is not dead.
11. If the object you chose was created by God (Gen. 1-2), tell how it can praise the Creator.  If the object you chose was not created by God, tell how it could be used   to praise the Creator.

12. Use this object to explain what God is doing in your life right now.
13. Use your object to create a Christian T-shirt slogan.

14. Tell how this object is like one of the positive qualities God has given you.

15. Describe how your object reminds you of God’s character.
16. Describe how God could use this object to change someone’s life.

17. Imagine your life without this object -  how could God fill the void.
18. If your object were an idol, tell why you think people would worship it.  Then tell one reason why you think people should worship God.
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
